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OXFORD DEANERY RETAINER SCHEME


 APPEALS PROCEDURE





If the DPGPE decides not to select an individual doctor applicant or a practice:





1.	The applicant/practice is informed of this decision in writing by the Director of 


Postgraduate General Practice Education or his/her Deputy.  The letter will include the following:





i.	Specific reasons for the decision.


ii.	An invitation to meet the Director or nominee for further discussion about the 


reasons for non selection and to plan any action by the applicant/practice that may result in a more favourable decision in the future.


	iii.	Advice to the applicant/practice that they will not currently be entitled to any 


of the funding for the Retainer Scheme until the matter has been finally resolved.


	iv.	Advice to the applicant/practice that he/she/the practice may appeal against the 


decision of the DPGPE and if he/she/the practice wishes to exercise this right he/she/the practice must inform the Director in writing giving the details of the grounds for appeal within 28 days of receipt of the date of the letter informing him/her/the practice of the outcome of the application.





2.	In the event of an appeal being lodged the Director or nominee will convene a 


Deanery Appeal Committee which will consist of:





i.	Another Director of Postgraduate General Practice Education nominated by 


the Postgraduate Dean.


	ii.	An Associate Adviser from the Oxford Deanery who has had no involvement 


in the original application.


	iii.	An LMC Representative (from a County other than that in which the 


applicant/practice is sited).





3.	This Deanery Appeal Committee will meet not later than twelve weeks after notice of 


appeal is received unless there are unavoidable reasons for a longer delay.  The applicant/practice will receive not less than four weeks notice of the arrangements and will receive copies of all relevant correspondence.





4.	The Appeal Committee will be chaired by the nominated DPGPE.











5.	The Deanery Appeal Committee will re-hear the application and will have available to 


it the same information that was before the original DPGPE.  This will include the application and all supporting papers, the applicants/practices comments thereon, and the letter detailing grounds for the appeal.





6.	Having interviewed the applicant/representative of the practice the Appeal Committee 


will make a determination based on the evidence before it.





7.	The Appeal Committee will make one of three possible determinations:





	i.	That the appeal fails and the applicant/practice be not approved.


	ii.	That the appeal succeeds and the applicant/practice be approved for such time 


and with such conditions as the Appeal Committee shall decide after advice from the Oxford Deanery DPGPE.


	iii.	That the appeal be adjourned for further evidence to be obtained.  This 


evidence shall be specified and the method of collection agreed by the Appeal Committee.  The Appeal Committee may then be reconvened to consider the new evidence or it may have previously determined that it will deal with the new evidence without reconvening.





8.	An applicant/practice who has failed to be approved may not reapply for a period of 


twelve months from the date of the final determination of the application without permission from the Oxford Deanery DPGPE.
